DIRECTIONS TO SAINT DOMINIC 
CHURCH/ST LUKE PARISH 
 
Westbound from Hartford/I84: 
Take Exit 32 Queen Street (Rt 10) Turn 
right(south) coming off the exit ramp 
onto Queen Street. Take the first left 
onto Laning Street. Drive up hill for 
about one mile. As the road curves 
right, take the first left, which is a 
continuation of Laning Street. Drive 
another mile to the end, which is 
Flanders Road. Turn right. The church 
parking lot is on the right. 
 
Eastbound from Waterbury/I-84: 
Take Exit 32 Queen Street (Rt 10) Turn 
left off the exit ramp onto Queen Street. 
Take the first quick left onto Laning 
Street. Drive up hill for about one mile. 
As the road curves to the right, take the 
first left which is a continuation of 
Laning Street. Drive another mile to the 
end, which is Flanders Road. Turn 
right. The church parking lot is on the 
right.

Participants return to their 
parish with a deeper love of God 
and the desire to engage more fully 
in their faith.
